


General Education possess a common core of college-level skills and knowledge that reflects a 
shared experience in academic foundations and provides a basis for transferability.  
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present and voting at one of the regularly scheduled General Education Summits. After approval by 
the Summit attendees, this constitution must be submitted to the highest level faculty governing 
body on each campus and to the state Academic Affairs Council and ratified in its totality by two-
thirds (2/3) of participating campuses no later than thirty days prior to the next General Education 
Summit. After consideration and approval by these bodies, this constitution shall become effective 
immediately.  
 
Section B. Voting  
For voting purposes, proposed actions may be introduced by any member of the Council at any  
regularly scheduled meeting.  
 
Section C. Amendments  
Amendments to the constitution may be introduced by any member of the Council at any  
regularly scheduled mee
